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collection of fees therefor; repealing Ordinance No. 1997-01 of the City of Ingleside on
the Bay and all other ordinances and parts of the ordinances in conflict therewith.

The City Council of the City of Ingleside on the Bay, Texas does ordain as
follows:

Section 1. That a certain document on file in the office of the City Secretary of City of
Ingleside on the Bay, being marked and designated as the International Residential Code,
2006 edition, including Appendix Chapters, as published by the International Code
Council, be and is hereby adopted as the Residential Code of the City of Ingleside on the
Bay, in the State of Texas for regulating and governing the construction, alteration,
movement, enlargement, replacement, repair, equipment, location, removal and
demolition of detached one and two family dwellings and multiple single family
dwellings (townhouses) not more that three stories in height with separate means of
egress as herein provided; providing for the issuance of permits and collections of fees
therefor; and each and all of the regulations, provisions, penalties, conditions and terms
of said Residential Code on file in the office of the City of Ingleside on the Bay are
hereby referred to, adopted, and made a part hereof, as if fully set out in this ordinance,
with the additions, insertions, deletions and changes, if any, prescribed in Section 2 of
this ordinance.

Section 3. That Ordinance No.1997-01 of City of Ingleside on the Bay, an ordinance to
adopt various standard codes relating to inspection activities of the City of Ingleside on
the Bay and enforcement of building provisions as provided in said codes and all other
ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 4. That if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance is,
for any reason, held to be unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of
